A net is a two-dimensional pattern for a solid.

There are 11 different nets for a cube (regular hexahedron). Rotation and reflection of any one 
of the nets can be made. The opposite faces of the cube are painted with the same colour.

There are only 2 different nets for a right pyramid (regular tetrahedron).
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Note that not all net with 4 equilateral triangles can be folded to form a regular tetrahedron .

There are 5 Platonic solids (regular convex polyhedra). You may make models of them.
